•	 Make sure you and your neighbours know to 
call police about suspicious people or vehicles 
in your neighbourhood

IF YOU RETURN HOME AND BELIEVE YOUR HOME 
HAS BEEN BROKEN INTO:

•	 If a door or window is ajar or broken, do not 
enter the house

•	 Call police immediately
